Resources for Starting/Deepening Faculty Academic Writing Groups and Promoting Increased Faculty Writing

Accountable time writing groups:  Meet together as a group to provide accountability; no sharing of work or process, simply shared responsibility to meet and work.

Support and encouragement writing groups:  Meet together to discuss the writing process and individual progress; may read each other’s work; may designate someone to present work each meeting to assist in accountability and productivity.
